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Venue ï stage and general information 
 
The venue at 53° holds 1500 people (standing) for live shows.  Load-in access to stage 
is via the stage door at Stage Left and is a flat push between the external and internal 
doors.  Load-in to front of house is via double doors onto the dancefloor. 

 
The stage is laid out as above with power at Stage Left (see PA and lighting pages) and 
is 1m high and 8m deep; and is of solid concrete construction. 
 
Fronting the stage is a wooden, sprung dancefloor approximately 25m wide by 8m 
deep.  Behind this is the ‘mezzanine level’ which is 40cm higher than the dancefloor and 
is of solid concrete construction.  The FOH mixing position is normally at the front of this 
area, protected by the metal handrail.  The venue customer entrance, bars, toilets and 
merchandising positions are on this level. 
 
Wheelchair access to the dancefloor from the mezzanine is via a ramp at stage right.  In 
addition a raised platform is normally built to stage right of the mixing position for 
wheelchair users and others who are not able to stand unaided. 
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There are PA flying towers at each side in addition to the lighting trusses (see Lighting 
pages) giving a performance area of 10m in between and space for monitors and 
dimming behind on each side. 
 

 
 
The following pages give detail about various aspects of the venue and the house 
production. 
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Venue ï House PA options / Mezzanine delay system 
 
The house PA in the venue is hired in from Ad-Lib audio and consists of: 
4 x JBL Vertec 4889 (flown from the PA towers) 
4 x Ad-Lib DF418 subs (ground stacked beneath the flown Vertec) 
1 x Ad-Lib AA1214 infill 
 
Powered by: 
 
BSS 366T Omnidrive 
4 x Camco Vortex amp 
1 x Crown IT8000 amp 
1 x Crown XTI4000 amp 
 
on each side. 
 
The PA towers are constructed from Lite Structures <> truss in a goalpost configuration.  
The towers are 4.6m high and 1.92m wide internally; which provides adequate space for 
most PAs.  Weight loading is 500kg per tower. 
 
The house PA can be removed entirely to accommodate touring productions, but the 
towers are not removable as they are structurally bonded to the stage. 
 
Desks, mics and monitors are normally hired in from Ad-Lib depending on the show’s 
requirements.  By arrangement we can provide the house rig from our smaller club 
room if it is suitable for the show (see appendix). 
 
PA power is at stage left and consists of: 
 
1 x 63 amp three phase 
1 x 32 amp single phase 
2 x 16 amp single phase 
 
In addition to the stage PA we have a separate flown delay system on the mezzanine 
level.  This is not normally used for live shows as it is too close to the FOH mixing 
position; but may be used on request.  It consists of: 
 
1 x Ohm 1x18” sub 
3 x Ohm 1x15” + 1.5” compression tweeter

powered by 2 x Lab Gruppen Lab 2002 amps 
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Venue house lighting rig and lighting power 
 
The venue lighting rig for live shows consists of two 40’ Total Fabrications A-type 
trusses at the rear of the stage and approximately 1.5m to the front, flown with internally 
rigged 1 tonne Loadstar motors.  In addition there is a separate 12m lightweight drape 
truss behind the back truss for backdrops etc. flown with 225kg Prostar motors. 
 
There are also some lights flown on the PA towers as described in the PA section. 
Any or all of the venue house lighting may be removed for touring shows; and 
temporary rigging points may be put in at any point of our flying beams. 
 

 
The standard house rig consists of: 
 
Back Truss 
4 x Martin Mac500 moving head spot light  
4 x Thomas 6-way PAR 64 bar with CP62 bulbs as standard 
2 x Martin Atomic 3000 strobe 
2 x Thomas 4-lite Molefey (due to be increased to 4 units mid 2010) 
 
By arrangement the 4 Martin Mac600 moving head wash lights from the front truss can 
be relocated to the back truss; but we are hoping to increase our stock to 8 units mid 
2010

PA Towers 
 
2 x Thomas 4-way PAR64 bar with 500w ray bulb as standard (per side) 
1 x Martin Atomic 3000 strobe (per side) 
1 x Thomas 4-lite Molefey (per side) 
1 x Acme 400w UV cannon (per side) 
 
Smoke / Haze 
 
We have 2 x Jem ZR33 and 1 x Jem ZR22 DMX smoke machines and 1 x Look 
Solutions Unique 2 DMX hazer available for use.  We allow the use of other machines 
but prefer it that DF50 or other oil based hazers are not used if the house projectors are 
in use due to previous damage from residue. 
 
Power and dimming 
 
The house dimmers are run from their own 200 amp 3 phase supply to the dimmer 
room on the first floor.  If the house dimmers are not in use their power may be switched 
to the distribution board at stage left which provides the following outlets for touring 
productions: 
 
1 x 200 amp powerlock 
1 x 125 amp 3 phase ceeform 
1 x 63 amp 3 phase ceeform 
2 x 32 amp 3 phase ceeform 
1 x 63 amp single phase ceeform 
2 x 32 amp single phase ceeform 
1 x 16 amp single phase ceeform 
 
Use of this board does not affect the house moving lights and strobes which have their 
own independent supply.  Also permanently available for touring productions using their 
own lighting to supplement house lighting are 1 x 63 amp 3 phase on ceeform and 1 x 
32 amp 3 phase ceeform (normally used for house motors) available at stage left.  We 
can arrange hire of suitable cables to take lighting power to stage right if necessary. 
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House Multicore 
 
The house lighting multicore is 100m long and consists of 3 x 5 pin DMX lines (2 of 
which are normally used for the two house DMX universes), 1 x 3 pin XLR for comms 
(house Tecpro system may be used by touring productions if required) and 1 x 16 amp 
single phase ceeform for FOH lighting power. 
 
Dimmer Room 
 
The house dimmer room is on the first floor stage left and has the power distribution for 
house moving lights and strobes, house motors and touring production power. 
 
There are also 3 x Avolites DMX buffers; 2 for the house universes and 1 spare and a 
MAD DMX merger which may be used if required. 
 
House dimming is a 48 way Avolites i2000 dimmer rack.  There is a further 24 way 
i2000 pack which is normally used for the second room which may be repatched if 
elements of the house rig are required when a touring production requires the full house 
power.  This must be arranged in advance. 
 
Lighting desks 
 
The house desk is an Avolites Pearl Expert which will dual boot in either traditional or 
Titan modes.  At the moment we do not use Titan in-house.  Other desks may be hired 
in on request. 
 
Lasers and other special effects 
 
We do not carry any house lasers or other effects such as snow machines etc. in-house 
but can hire in with or without operators if required.  We are happy for touring parties to 
bring their own lasers and effects subject to the usual risk assessments 
 
Drapes and backdrops. 
 
We normally drape the back drape truss with three 4m x 5m black serge drapes, and 
have a further four of these and two 3m x 5m available for other uses such as dividing 
the room or hiding parts of the stage using manfrottoes.  We also have a 16m x 4m 
gauze drape for room division utilising the permanent décor truss in the centre of the 
room.  Other drapes and starcloths may be hired in to order.  We are happy for touring 
parties to use their own drapes and backdrops providing that they are fire certified or 
are temporarily fireproofed by use of flambar or similar solutions while on the premises.

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Directions by road: 
 
Leave M6 at junction 31 (A59 Preston / Clitheroe). 
 
Turn left for Preston. 
 
After pedestrian crossing go ahead at mini island (New Hall Lane). 
 
At the end of New Hall Lane turn right onto Ringway (opposite Homebase) at traffic 
lights. 
 
Follow Ringway through pedestrian crossing to next lights.  Stay in middle lane.  Go 
ahead at lights.  Middle lane becomes left lane after feed to Church Street. 
 
At next lights each lane divides into two.  Move to the right hand ahead lane (second out 
from the pavement).  Go ahead at lights (A59 Liverpool and City Centre). 
 
Stay in that lane to next lights at bottom of hill.  Continue ahead. 
 
At next lights move into right hand feeder lane and turn right (A583 Blackpool; 
Corporation Street) 
 
Go ahead at next lights. 
 
At traffic island take first exit directly in front of you (A583 Blackpool; Fylde Road) 
 
Approximately 200 metres from the island Fylde road bears left and there is a right 
turning onto Brook Street.  We are the angular, metal clad building on the junction with 
Brook Street. 
 
Turn right onto Brook Street then right again onto the access road that runs up the side 
of the building.  There is a barrier at the end (code will be sent separately as it changes 
on a regular basis). 
 
Buses should park at the far side of the carpark parallel to the wooden fence 
surrounding the air handling unit.  Landline power is on the back wall of the building 
next to the beer gas cage. 
 
Trucks have their own bay directly in front of the barrier.  Other vehicles will be 
accommodated in other spaces.  Please park as directed as we share the use of the 
carpark and have to book the space that we use in advance. 
 
Please use postcode PR1 7BQ on Satellite Navigation.  If driving a large vehicle from 
the north to Preston please do not follow instructions to turn onto Victoria Street – the 
turning from there onto Brook Street is very tight and heavily parked during the day – 
several drivers have had problems there.
